Pregnancy resource centers provide assistance to nearly 2 million
clients each year. In 2021, Knights donated $4.6 million and 469,000 volunteer hours to
support these centers and the women and children they serve through cash donations and
community service activities such as baby and maternity item drives. Through its Ultrasound
Initiative, the Order also donated $5.6 million to centers for the purchase of 163 ultrasound
machines in 2021 - bringing its total donations since 2009 to more than 1,550 machines
valued at over $75 million.
